The secret of her suc-
cess is her design. It is her full keel with at-
tached rudder and amply ballasted hull that
makes her a fast, stiff sailer, ready to ghost
along in the lightest airs or stand up smartly
in a good blow. It is her ease of handling,
exceptional maneuverability and all around
performance on every point of sail that have
endeared Typhoon weekenders to their
owners for over a decade.

But probably the greatest difference be-
tween the Typhoon and other daysailers is
that you sit in her; not on her. Her wide solid
teak seats, high, protective teak coamings
and deep cockpit create a feeling of comfort
and security the moment you step aboard.
Her amazing 8 foot cockpit actually gives
you iore room to stretch out and move
around in than most 30 footers. You will find
your non-sailing friends and inexperienced
sailors will feel at ease no matter what the
weather. You will feel an extra measure of
canfidence knowing you have full foam posi-
tive flotation.

While experienced sailors will find the
Typhoon Daysailer an ideal boat for class or
club racing and family sailing from dawn to
dusk, cruising is definitely not out of the
qguestion. Her port and starboard seats are
seven and one half feet long. By adding the
optional cockpit cushions and boom tent you
will have an able cruiser for coastal waters.
There's ample dry storage in the forepeak
locker as well as in the cuddy cabin forward
of the mast.

The beginning or less experienced sailor
will find the Typhoon the perfect boat on
which to learn the fundamentals. Small and
easily handled, she sails just the way much
larger craft do. When you trim the sheets to
go to weather, slack off on a broad reach or
prepare to come about, the Typhoon Day-
sailer does what you want, smoothly and
predictably. Small wonder she has become
a favorite with yacht clubs, camps and sail-
ing schoals who have built their teaching
programs around fleets of Typhoons.

HULL

Like the entire line of Cape Dory built yachts, the Typhoon
Daysailer is ruggedly constructed of one piece, molded
fiberglass. Skilled workmen carefully hand lay alternate layers
of mat and woven roving in precise fashion in every part of the
mold while thoroughly working in just the right amount of
bonding resin for maximum hull strength and rigidity. 900
pounds of lead ballast is securely internally fastened within her
fiberglass keel. Her rudder, mounted on a solid stainless steel
rudder post is securely attachad in a fully protected position
directly behind the full length keel.

DECK AND COCKPIT

The Typhoon Daysailer's deck is constructed of one piece
molded fiberglass reinforced with balsa core. Her deep and
roomy 8 foot cockpit easily accommodates up to six adults.
7' foot solid teak seats and high teak coamings give a com-
fortable secure feeling when coming aboard. Ample storage
space is afforded by a large watertight storage locker forward.

SPARS AND RIGGING

The Daysailer's mast and boom are anodized aluminum with
internal sail tracks and external halyards. Standing rigging is 1
% 19 stainless steel wire. All tangs and turnbuckles are of stain-
less steel. Bow and stern chocks and mooring cleats are cast
bronze. Sheets and halyards which are easily accessible from
the cockpit are dacron braid for low stretch and long life.

QUALITY CONTROL

Every step in the building process from molding hull and deck
to polishing the topsides and brushing anti-fouling paint on the
bottom is carefully checked and inspected all along the way.
More than 125 quality control signatures are reguired before a
new Typhoon Daysailer is certified and released from the plant
for shipment to a dealer. ’

AUXILIARY POWER

The Typhoon Daysailer is designed for use with a 3 H.P. to 6
H.P. outboard motor mounted on an optional heavy duty
bronze outboard bracket, where auxiliary power may be de-
sired for leaving or entering an anchorage, picking up a moor-
ing or going into a slip or dock.
